To monitor your records on Surfguard (the SLSA 

database) you can go to 

www.lifesavingonline.com.au . You will need to 

have your email address and mobile phone number 

recorded correctly on Surfguard. This is an excellent 

way to keep track of your contact details, patrol 

hours, patrol dates and award expiry dates.  

 

**ONLINE PAYMENTS NOW AVAILABLE** 

The club, like many other surf life saving clubs, has 

recently introduced the Payment Gateway facility to 

provide you and the club an easier and more 

efficient way to transact most of the club's services 

for items such as fees for membership, courses, 

carnivals and clothing.  

Typically a link to the Payment Gateway site will be 

provided at the time of offer for one of these 

services in the communication to you by either a 

link by email, or on the club's website. In each case 

it will be accompanied with instructions for 

completing the payment form and you will need 

your credit card details ready for the transaction. In 

some cases, such as membership fees, the link will 

likely direct you to the Gateway via 

http://lifesavingonline.com.au/ for you to login so 

that Surfguard can update its records as well.  

  

The Payment Gateway provides the option for you 

to receive an electronic receipt by return email. 

Through the service provided by our bank, the club 

eliminates further needs of handling cash and paper 

receipts.  

 

So in future when you see the offer to pay via the 

Gateway please consider this route to payment first.
